Step 1: Loosen the clamp securing the intake tube to the throttle body.

Step 2: Detach the coolant hose from the intake tube.
Step 3: Disconnect the vent hose connected to the intake tube. Push down on the black clip of the quick

disconnect fitting then pull the connector out of the fitting.

Step 4: Unlatch the two clips securing the air box lid.
Step 5: Remove the air box lid and intake tube from the vehicle.

Step 6: Remove the factory air filter from the air box.

Step 8: Remove the screw securing the air box to the fender, then pull the factory air box out of the truck.

Slide the air filter into the aFe POWER
housing from the top opening. Then guide the filter flange through the round opening in the housing and

snap in the filter. Orient the filter to have the longer dimension of the flange horizontal. Place the filter

clamp over the filter flange but do not tighten at this time.

Step 16: Install the NPT fitting onto the aFe POWER tube. This is a NPT connection, do not overtighten it.

The small space between the hex part and the tube is normal.

snapping noise when fully engaged.
